Preparation of roof

1. Clear the area where the antenna is
mounted from paint, corrosion or any
anodized layer.

2. Clear this area from any dust, brake
dust, cutting chip, oil or fat.
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Mounting

4% M8 (24 Nm) 1.2
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1 For a minimum 8 mm thick steel plate.
2 Use screws with a minimum length of 14mm.
Mounting screws are not included (ISO 4762).

Sealing

The four screw enclosures
must be sealed with silicone.

Antenna

The whole perimeter of the
antenna must be sealed
with silicone at this position.
